Grant categories
The following grants are available for activities taking place in 2024.
· up to $20,000 for the creation and presentation of projects that are presented to the public, or
· up to $5,000 for a creative development (a public presentation is optional).
Who can apply?
Applications are open to Aboriginal artists and arts organisations who plan to develop or present work in 2024. 
The City of Melbourne welcomes grant applications from Deaf and Disabled artists.
Only one application can be submitted.
Are you eligible?
Not all types of projects are eligible for funding. Contact the City of Melbourne Arts Grants team to find out if your project is eligible for funding. 
Make sure your public presentation takes place within the City of Melbourne Council boundaries[footnoteRef:1] [1:  https://www.melbourne.vic.gov.au/about-melbourne/melbourne-profile/Pages/city-maps.aspx] 

Note: There are extra eligibility requirements for creative developments and online projects.
You cannot apply if you have an unfinished acquittal or unpaid debts to the City of Melbourne.

Access support is available for Deaf and Disabled people when applying.
Deaf and Disabled, neurodiverse and chronically ill artists can apply for an extra $2,000 to cover access costs.
