
What’s been happening?
Over the past few months, we’ve installed metal 
framing and walls for the stadium, and started 
metal framing on the first floor. 

Concrete slabs are almost complete on the ground 
and first floors, and we’re continuing works on the 
pool shell and aquatic area. 

Did you know?

So far, we’ve removed approximately 40,000 
tonnes of soil from the construction site, 
which equals to almost 650 trams.

What’s coming up?
In early 2024, we’re planning to install the roof 
of the stadium and start the fit out of electrical 
services. 

Works will continue in the aquatic area, including 
the installation of metal framing for the pool hall.
