Commencing 16 March 2019, the contractor shall be
carrying out works on Saturdays from 8am to 3pm.

Some of these works will generate medium to high
levels of noise. We will take measures to keep noise
and vibration levels to a minimum. The contractor
shall manage this according to the Local Laws for
construction works.

* Installation of lift shaft precast panels
* Installation of bondek and steel reinforcement
* Installation of hydronic pipes
