The report reaffirms the City of Melbourne’s continued
commitment to support an inclusive, diverse, and resilient
community in Southbank. It serves as a concluding
document to the Southbank Structure Plan 2010.

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SOUTHBANK STRUCTURE PLAN 2010

Southbank Structure Plan 2010 established
a vision, strategy and initiatives to guide the
future transformation of Southbank.

The Structure Plan outlined initiatives to promote a liveable
and sustainable precinct. These initiatives provided the

basis for ongoing investment and targeted projects to meet
the present and future needs of the Southbank community.

Key Initiatives of the Structure Plan include:

Three new urban ‘hearts’ (of commercial, retail and
community infrastructure)

Connect and integrate Southbank with the central city
and the Yarra River.

A high quality, expanded public realm

A new streetscape vision (new built form controls)
A connected and permeable neighbourhood
Sustainable buildings

Connect halves (decking over the void)

Sustainable Infrastructure

This report undertakes a review of key initiatives relating
to the public realm and built environment to ensure the
overarching vision of the Structure Plan has been achieved.

This includes a review of subsequent masterplans, strategies

and projects. A key summary of the findings are as follows:

New open space has been delivered at Boyd Park as part
of the community hub. The adjacent development site
now comprises an approved planning permit (as of July
2021). The subsequent development of this site will result
in the replacement of temporary open space, adjacent to
the permanent park.

Additional open spaces in proximity to Boyd Park, within
the Kings Way undercroft, are in design phases and will
be delivered as part of the City Road Masterplan.

The Melbourne Arts Precinct Transformation project
is currently in preparation with an ambition to provide
additional public open space, improved pedestrian
connections, new buildings and cultural uses.

New street trees have been delivered through the
implementation of the Urban Forest Strategy Precinct
Plan.

New bike lanes have been delivered as part of the
Transport Strategy 2030, including more recent pop-
up protected bike lanes that improve connectivity to
the Hoddle Grid. Further bike lanes are scheduled to be
delivered as part of the capital works program.

An inclusive, diverse and
resilient place that exemplifies
the ecological, community
and commercial prosperity of
a sustainable urban district,
while enhancing its presence
as a world class cultural and
arts precinct in the heart of
Melbourne’s parkland and
riverfront.

Sturt Street Cultural Spine Amendment C273 is awaiting
approval by the Minister of Planning. The Amendment
proposes new planning controls to encourage fine grain
built form and uses to complement the existing arts and
cultural venues.

Robust built form controls delivered through
Amendment C270 and subsequent design guidelines for
new development in the central city (Amendment C308)
has sought to improve the quality of new built form.

MOBILITY & ACCESS

Transportation and connectivity provide a key role in
shaping the future of Southbank as an attractive and
desirable precinct. The Structure Plan 2010 highlighted
the need to prioritise sustainable and efficient modes of
transportation, such as public transport and cycling, and
reduce the role of cars where possible.

Transport Strategy 2030 outlines a 10-year strategy to
reduce traffic, expand footpaths and transform Melbourne
into the country’s leading bicycle city. In recent years, City
of Melbourne has delivered new bike lanes on Kavanagh
Street, Moray Street and Southbank Boulevard. On-going
investigations on Power Street and St. Kilda Road aim to
provide a stronger connection between the precinct and its
surrounding areas.

The City Road Masterplan aims to transform City Road
into a safe and welcoming place for residents, workers,
and visitors. City of Melbourne will continue to work with
VicRoads to support this vision.

OPEN SPACE NETWORK

The Open Space Strategy 2012 complemented the
recommendations outlined in the Structure Plan 2010.
These strategies and further community consultation
informed the delivery of key new open spaces, including
the Southbank Boulevard Transformation Project and Boyd
Park. The proposed Amendment C278 Sunlight to Parks
aims to protect sunlight amenity in key public spaces.

The City of Melbourne will continue to explore opportunities
to provide new open spaces and innovative solutions to
maximise the use of under-utilised existing spaces. Council
Plan 2021-2025 identified the delivery of 1.1ha of new open
space in Southbank as a key major initiative.

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SUMMARY OF PROJECTS
2010-2021

Key completed public realm projects include the
Transforming Southbank Boulevard Project, Boyd Park and
Kennedy Park. Construction for Stage 5 of the Transforming
Southbank Boulevard Project (play space) will commence in
early 2022.

New public parks are proposed as part of the City Road
Masterplan to incorporate outdoor recreational spaces
within the under-utilised undercroft of Kings Way.
Construction has commenced for a new dog park and skate
space along Moray Street, while a potential new park at the
northern undercroft is currently in concept design stage.
Further community consultation will take place in 2022 to
inform the detail design of this space.

The City of Melbourne will continue to work closely with

the development industry to maximise opportunities for
establishing new open spaces. This includes a potential new
open space as part of the 12 Riverside Quay development
and an elevated park as part of redevelopment of
Southgate.

New bike lanes were delivered on Normanby Street,
Whiteman Street, Queensbridge Street, Southbank
Boulevard, Kavanagh Street, and Moray Street. New
trees were planted along parts of Queensbridge Street,

Southbank Boulevard, Normanby Street and Whiteman
Street.
