· Audit of the Melbourne Planning  2009

Background to the new proposed MSS

The Future Melbourne Community Plan 2008
In 2007-08 The City of Melbourne sponsored the Future Melbourne Community Plan 
. This plan was the produced out of a wide ranging public conversation about the future vision and goals for the future city. This public conversation and debate engaging residents, business, students and visitors to the city was convened and led by a Community Reference Group appointed by Council.

Through the Future Melbourne process the community developed a vision and wide ranging goals for the long term future of Melbourne. Future Melbourne also sets out a view of the degree of future growth in terms of population, the city planning principles for future growth and nominates preferred areas in the city where this growth should occur. 

The Future Melbourne Reference group oversaw the writing of the Community Plan and handed this over to Council in late 2008. The strategic direction of the MSS is based on the Future Melbourne Community Plan. 

Review of the current MSS and the development of Amendment C162
The MSS review and amendment C162 was produced by a cross organisational project team of Councils Urban Design, Development Planning, Sustainability and City Research branch’s coordinated by the Strategic Planning Branch. Representatives of Vicurban, the Department of Planning and Community Development and the Department of Transport participated as key stakeholders. Supplementary consultant expert input was procured as required.
The Future Melbourne Community plan vision and goals provided the framework for the MSS. Council’s City Research set the scenario for future demographic, economic and social trends and demands that would drive the urban development of the city. The strategic elements of Council’s policy framework that had developed since the adoption of the current MSS were extracted for inclusion in a new MSS.  
The Future Melbourne goals, the trend scenario and Council’s new policy directions 
were used as a reference to assess those aspects of the existing MSS with continuing strategic relevance for the future development of the city. The current MSS was also assessed for its workability in practice to identify potential improvements to the content, structure and format.

Planning for continued growth was identified as a key objective for the MSS. The capacity for the municipality to accommodate the type and amount of development needed for that growth was assessed. This shaped the development of the MSS Growth Framework Plan which is a key component of the strategic statement.   

The MSS Growth Framework Plan
The MSS is a plan for the municipality’s growth

The City of Melbourne is an intensive urban setting where the mix of business and study opportunities, the central city lifestyle and the vibrant cultural life make it a highly desirable place to work, study, visit and live. The MSS envisages the demand to be in the City of Melbourne and that will continue well into the future and that the municipality will continue to grow intensively to meet that future demand.
The MSS is a plan for enabling this continued growth and to ensure the municipality continues to enjoy a high degree of liveability and increased environmental sustainability. The MSS is a plan for retaining the valued characteristics of the established parts of the city and for continuing to direct new intensive growth to the renewal of those areas in the municipality that have become underutilised and are in need of revitalisation.

Much of the municipality’s current urban renewal is occurring on land where manufacturing and freight and logistics infrastructure and activities have progressively become obsolete or no longer require close proximity to the central city economy.  The emerging and future urban renewal areas are predicted to continue this trend. 
The top four industry sectors for employment growth in the municipality have been business services, health care and social assistance, finance and insurance and public administration and safety. These are also the top four employment sectors, accounting for 48% of all jobs in the municipality. These and other knowledge economy jobs will continue to dominate the future municipal economy and even with their relatively high land use densities will require new, centrally located areas in which to grow.  
The MSS plan for growth is based on demographic projections developed by Council’s City Research branch. These predict that the municipality’s current growth trends will continue well into the future. The projected numbers of residents, workers, students and visitors is predicted to increase from 800,000 today to over 1.2 million by 2030 including around 170,000 additional jobs and 80,000 additional residents
. 
The locations for urban growth and development.
The land in the municipality was assessed for its potential to accommodate growth and development according to the objectives. The MSS project team carried out this assessment using mapping of planning scheme controls, analysis of aerial photography and site visits for ground truthing the desk top assessment in selected locations. 
This assessment was mapped to actual property boundaries. A copy of this map is provided with my evidence. This plan was then used in the development of the Growth Framework Plan.  

The methodology used for this assessment identified the areas with little or no capacity for growth and development, areas with capacity for ongoing development and some growth and areas with capacity to accommodate significant growth and development.
Land with little or no capacity for growth – the stable areas
The key criteria for identifying land with little or no capacity for growth were:  
· Land zoned residential.
· Land with established residential neighbourhoods.
· Land with a high proportion of the building stock valued and protected as part of the city’s heritage.
These parts of the municipality were identified as the stable areas. Other areas were included as “stable” - the Kensington estate, which though newly completed has similar characteristics and also included were key public buildings and special use sites including the Parliamentary complex and MCG which will remain much as they are for the foreseeable future.

Development in these stable areas would be limited to carefully designed infill and refurbishment. Generally the existing planning scheme controls for these areas would remain and the scope of development would be limited. These areas have little or no capacity for growth.
Land with some capacity for growth and change – the ongoing change areas
The key criteria for identifying land with some capacity for growth and change were:

· Land with established buildings and active land uses.
· Land zoned to allow a dynamic mix, and therefore a change of uses.
· Land where existing built form controls allow for intensification.
· Land immediately along and around public transport corridors and nodes. 

These parts of the municipality were identified as the ongoing change areas. Other areas were included such as the Fishermans bend core industrial area which is well utilised and undergoing change though site by site development. Other similar specialist precincts that were well utilised and undergoing continuous but piecemeal development were also included such as the sports and entertainment precinct, the university, medical and research campuses.

Development in these ongoing change areas would be dynamic but site by site. Generally the current planning scheme controls for these areas would enable change of uses and change and some intensification of building stock. Because these are established areas, the pace of change and degree of intensification would not be sufficient to accommodate expected municipal demand.

Land with capacity for significant change – the urban renewal areas
The key criteria for identifying land with capacity for significant growth and development were:
· Land in existing areas of urban renewal.
· Land with uses that have become obsolete for manufacturing and freight and logistics and sites that would not be suitable for manufacturing if existing uses cease. 

· Land that is underutilised.
· Land with a low density of use.
· Land with ageing infrastructure. 
· Large sites in single ownership.
· Land close to new or proposed transport infrastructure.
This is land that is suitable now or in the longer term for significant redevelopment and intensification of use and where whole new precincts and neighbourhoods will be established. The MSS envisages that these areas will accommodate most of the anticipated future growth and development. 
This urban renewal land was analysed for its capacity to accommodate growth over a 20-30 year timeframe, to provide an orderly sequence of renewal over that timeframe and for its capacity to be serviced by public transport. 
The Urban Renewal Areas

Overview

The MSS urban renewal areas (fig 2 of the exhibited MMS for the location of each area) bring together the current, emerging and future urban renewal areas. 
The existing Urban Renewal Areas

· Southbank
· Docklands
· CUB 
· Carlton Housing Estate
· The Age & Power station
· City North

The emerging urban renewal areas

· E-gate
· Arden Macaulay
Future urban renewal areas

· Dynon
· Jolimont rail Corridor
· Racecourse Rail Corridor
The MSS  envisages that E-Gate, Arden-Macaulay, Dynon and the Racecourse urban renewal areas will provide for the longer term growth of the municipality. The urban renewal of these areas will provide an activated interface to the northern boundary of Docklands and build a bridge of activity joining Central Melbourne and the growing Footscray Activity Area.
Indicative timeframe of the Urban Renewal Areas

The MSS is a plan with a 30 year timeframe. The population growth projections are up to 2030. The urban renewal areas will each take 20-30 years to plan and develop. Even once land is rezoned the land use transitions will occur over a 10-20 year period. The following table is based on Table 1 of the MSS Clause 21.02 of the exhibited MSS with additions showing lead up years and the Age and Powerstation site. The table is included to give an indication of anticipated development timeframes.
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The existing urban renewal areas

Southbank

Southbank was formerly an obsolete industrial area and part of South Melbourne. An urban renewal program in the early 1990’s began the transformation of the area into a densely populated district of high rise apartments and office buildings. 

Southbank extended the Central City to the south and established an active riverfront through the heart of the city. It is home to the headquarters and regional offices of many major corporations and one of the most densely populated areas of Melbourne with many large apartment towers. The arts precinct in eastern Southbank continues to grow and has many of the State’s leading arts and cultural institutions and facilities
Southbank’s urban renewal has been stimulated by government through ongoing investment in public infrastructure and facilities, development facilitation and planning regulation that enabled the private investment in commercial, residential, retailing and entertainment developments.
The urban renewal of Southbank is now about half complete in terms of available sites and development capacity.  
Docklands

Docklands was formerly 3km2 of dock facilities made obsolete by the advent of freight containerisation in the 1970’s. Around 2000 the urban renewal commenced. 
Docklands has extended the Central City to the west and provided it with a waterfront.  It has nine precincts which together house major corporate headquarters, apartment living, retailing and major entertainment venues. 
Dockland’s urban renewal was managed by government who broke the area into a number of precincts, with each being designed and built by different developers regulated by development agreements. Docklands is now about half complete. 

CUB

This large, obsolete industrial site, the former Carlton and United Brewery is now being developed as a mixed use high density precinct comprising residential, commercial, retail, entertainment and educational uses.

The CUB site is being developed by one developer under a comprehensive development zone in the Melbourne Planning Scheme. The CUB development is part of the extension of the central city to the north and it is a major sub site of the City North urban renewal area 

Carlton Housing Estate

The Carlton Housing Estate redevelopment spans 7.5 hectares over a cluster  of three sites in Carlton. Across these sites 192 old, walk up public housing flats will be replaced with 246 new public and social housing apartments and 600 new private apartments.

The area will be redeveloped with new streets and paths and integrated with the surrounding suburb of Carlton. The new public, private and social housing will be blended and the existing high-rise public housing apartments will be extensively upgraded. The redevelopment includes new public parks, gardens and community services and facilities. 

The redevelopment commenced in 2010 and will be completed in nine stages over eight years.
The Age & Powerhouse site

In the 1960’s and 1970’s former industrial buildings across the west end of the Hoddle Grid were redeveloped for commercial buildings. The old Powerhouse and former Age sites are amongst the last of the industrial sites in the Hoddle Grid and together will constitute a significant urban development. The Powerhouse site has commenced redevelopment into 2500 apartments and 30 retail outlets

City North
In City North the major drivers for urban renewal comes from the significant continued expansion of the knowledge sector in the area and the proposal for a new Metro Rail Tunnel station (Parkville Station) at the intersection of Grattan and Royal Parade. City North is seeing ongoing development of major facilities for health and bio-medical research, tertiary education and emerging research facilities in design and IT. 

In March 2006 the Victorian State Government released the Parkville Precinct Strategic Plan. The Plan reinforces and enhances the performance of the existing cluster of health, research and education uses found in Parkville and sets out proposed major upgrades to existing institutions and other major construction activity.

Melbourne 2030 designated this precinct as a specialised activity centre and City Plan 2010 and the Municipal Strategic Statement supports the development of health, research and development uses in South Carlton. Likewise, in North Melbourne, the current MSS encourages the development of businesses compatible with the Parkville Precinct.
In December 2008 The State Government’s Victorian Transport Plan (VTP) included the Melbourne Metro Stage 1 Rail Tunnel (MM1) and a proposed new station in Parkville.
The emerging urban renewal areas

E-Gate

In early 2007 VicTrack asked Major Projects Victoria to prepare a feasibility assessment for development of the 20 to 25 hectare E-Gate site located at gate ‘E’ in the Melbourne rail yard area in West Melbourne. The site fronts Footscray road immediately opposite the northern boundary of Docklands and is 2kms from the CBD in West Melbourne.

The State Government has determined to progress the urban renewal of E-Gate for up to 12,000 residents and 200,000 square metres of commercial and associated retail space. E-Gate is proposed to have strong public transport connections including to the North Melbourne train station and potentially a new tram service into the site thus minimising car use. The potential inclusion of public facilities such as sports fields, a library and possibly a school will attract a broad residential demographic.

The development will include landscape treatments to the Moonee Ponds creek open space corridor to provide public open space recreation and habitat and extend similar treatments being developed immediately downstream along the Docklands section of the Moonee ponds Creek corridor.  

The proposed initiative, valued at approximately $6 billion over 12-18 years and construction could commence as early as 2014 pending relocation of existing tenants.

Arden Macaulay

The Arden Macaulay urban renewal area was not contemplated in the 2007-08 Future Melbourne Community preferred growth areas. The proposition for this urban renewal area coalesced from a series of matters discussed below.  

The north east part of the area (east of the Moonee Ponds Creek)
The Industrial Land Supply Study (May 2009) identified the land bounded by Boundary, Macaulay, Racecourse Roads and the Moonee Ponds Creek as significantly underutilised and in need of a strategic land use and development review
. 
The study also recommended re-zoning industrial land fronting Racecourse Road and part of Macaulay Road. In Planning Scheme Amendment C151 Council has re-zoned land along Racecourse road from Industrial 3 to Mixed Use Zone in April 2010.

In line with State Government policy objectives the North Melbourne Housing Estate is likely in the future to undergo a renewal similar to that underway at the Carlton Housing Estate. Such a renewal would seek stronger active interfaces with the surrounding neighbourhood.
Land around the intersection of Racecourse Road and Boundary Road has been undergoing intensive commercial and residential development. This is a trend that is activating the uses along the eastern end of Racecourse Road.   
The south east part of the area and the proposed Melbourne Metro 1 Rail Tunnel (east of the Moonee Ponds Creek, south of Macaulay Road)
A very significant shift in policy for the Arden Macaulay area was confirmed in July 2010 with the release of  a Victorian Government report entitled Melbourne Metro Rail Tunnel Preferred Station Locations
. This report shows the preferred rail tunnel route alignment and the inclusion of an Arden Station. The context for the Arden station is described in the report:
“The Melbourne Metro Rail Tunnel will pass directly under North Melbourne’s industrial area – an area that is ripe for redevelopment. This area has the potential to accommodate major development ensuring a pipeline of CBD fringe land is available for future growth. Provision of a new station is important for positioning this part of North Melbourne as a major redevelopment area and to ensure this redevelopment is underpinned by a quality mass transit service. 

The benefit of potential redevelopment around an Arden Metro Station significantly outweighs the incremental costs of building a station in this location. The estimated construction value in the redevelopment area alone is more than $2 billion. The scale of the likely redevelopment associated with this station positions the Melbourne Metro as a truly city-shaping project. 

The redevelopment area can potentially accommodate up to 30,000 jobs, 12,000 residents and 12,000 students – making it larger than Docklands today. The station is forecast to have 5,000 alightings and 1,000 boardings in the morning peak once development is complete. It has the capacity to shape the urban structure of Melbourne by accommodating employment growth in inner Melbourne and to help catalyse growth of the North Melbourne to Melton employment corridor, a key part of Melbourne @ 5 Million.

Several potential Arden Metro Station locations were considered, including Arden Street West, Haines Street, and the western end of Queensberry Street. The recommended station location is Queensberry Street as it would be centrally located in the future redeveloped area and is technically less challenging than other locations. 

The new Arden Metro Station and surrounding redevelopment would be a step towards connecting the Melbourne CBD and Footscray via a corridor of urban activity. It also would dramatically activate and improve access and mobility in North Melbourne and create opportunities for supporting public transport links. 

The preferred Melbourne Metro Rail Tunnel scheme includes an Arden Metro Station which will stimulate significant redevelopment, enabling more people to live and work close to the city.”

The release of this report followed a month after the Minister for Planning’s authorisation for Council to exhibit C162. The City of Melbourne has been involved for a number of years in advocating for a rail tunnel through the city. The chronology of the proposal for rail tunnel is as follows: 
· In 2006 the City of Melbourne Transport Strategy – Moving People and Freight advocates for a new rail tunnel through the central city to improve the capacity and reliability of metropolitan rail services.

· In March 2008 East West Link Needs Assessment EWLNA (Eddington Review) recommended a new rail tunnel through central Melbourne ( similar to Council’s 2006 proposal but with a modified alignment). The final report indicates station locations at Parkville, Southbank and St Kilda Rd.  The potential for a train station to catalyse urban redevelopment in the Arden/West Melbourne precinct was contemplated during the Eddington Review in a 2007-08 report (pages 50 and 56): http://210.15.220.118/ewlna_technical/EWLNA-Analysis_on_Rail_Capacity.pdf
· In December 2008 The State Government’s Victorian Transport Plan (VTP) includes the Melbourne Metro Stage 1 Rail Tunnel (MM1) proposal from Footscray to Caulfield with Stage one from Footscray to the Domain in St Kilda Road. However Arden Station not included as the Department of Transport was still assessing viability of an Arden Station.

· In 2009 the Australian Government allocated $40m for a detailed route investigation in response to the Victorian Governments submission of the MM1 proposal to Infrastructure Australia.

· In April 2009 the Victorian Government established its MM1 route investigation project team. The City of Melbourne officers including myself were invited to participate in the investigation as a stakeholder.  

· On 13 April 2010, Council’s Future Melbourne Committee resolved to request the Minister for authorisation to exhibit the Municipal Strategic Statement. The officer report stated that “…significant transport initiatives are proposed for the Municipality including the Melbourne Metro rail line, the Regional Rail Link, the East Link Westgate Bridge Alternative and the Melbourne Metropolitan Freight Terminal. The MSS factors in the existing and proposed transport infrastructure with the projected land development of the City, particularly in the Urban Renewal Areas and to a lesser extent in the Ongoing Change areas;”. At that stage the MM1 proposal as initially published by Government was included in the MSS but did not include a proposed rail station for Arden.

· On 1 June 2010 Council received the Minister for Planning’s authorisation to exhibit. The MM1 proposal is included in the exhibition version of the MSS but not including an Arden station.
· In July 2010 the Victorian Government released an interim report on route investigation showing a preferred alignment and station locations at Domain,  CBD South, CBD North, Parkville and a newly added station at Arden (on Victrack land bounded by Arden and Laurens Street, West Melbourne).

· On 7 December 2010 Council’s Future Melbourne Committee resolved to request the Minister for Planning appoint a Panel to consider C162. The post exhibition version of the MSS attached to the committee report includes an Arden station located per the Victorian Government’s July 2010 report.
Along the Creek corridor

· Council had identified the need to improve the Moonee Ponds Creek recreation, open space and habitat values. 

· The urban renewal of Docklands and E-Gate both include significant recreational and habitat upgrade of their reaches of the Moonee Ponds Creek

Industrial land west of the creek
· The City of Melbourne industrial Study identified the low amenity in this area with narrow streets, poor access, lack of car parking, minimal landscaping and conflicts with the abutting residential uses. 

· The same study identified opportunities for increased office/warehousing and to allow retail
· Parts of the industrial zoned land in this area has a mix of uses including residential uses

· Though the Industrial Study recommended retaining the pattern of existing zones in this area, the proposition of urban renewal of the industrial land along the east side of the Moonee Ponds Creek raised this need for more detailed consideration of this area through a structure plan process. 
The future urban renewal areas

Dynon

Dynon precinct is a long term urban renewal option and dependant on the resolution of the Long term development of the Port of Melbourne and the Melbourne Freight Terminal. Current indications are that the wholesale markets will move out of the precinct and the Melbourne Freight Terminal will be accommodated on the land south of Dynon Road freeing up this area for urban renewal albeit in a form that would not constrain the operations of the port or the freight terminal. This area could accommodate some residential and commercial uses with service retail and also industrial uses that require proximity for the construction, maintenance and servicing of the central city.
Jolimont Rail Corridor

The Federation Square development was a first step in the urban renewal of the Jolimont rail corridor with current plans to extend a further stage eastward and to redevelop the eastern end at Richmond station. The MSS envisages the Racecourse rail corridor as a similar opportunity.

As inner and central city locations have become more highly valued, development over transport corridors will become increasingly attractive not only for the development space they can yield but also for the opportunity to connect the adjacent parts of the city that have been separated and to some degree depressed by those corridors. 
Racecourse Rail Corridor
The Racecourse Rail corridor between the Flemington racecourse and the showgrounds has been identified as having similar long term potential as the Jolimont corridor particularly if in the future the rail line were either converted to a light rail service integrated with the tram network or extended as heavy rail into Maribyrnong through to Highpoint and the Maribyrnong defence site.
Structure Plans

As set out in clause 21.07 of the MSS the change in the urban renewal areas will take place within the context of a well developed structure plan and urban design framework that will be adopted by Council. A structure plan for Southbank was completed and adopted by Council in 2010 and structure plans are currently underway for:
· City North
· Arden Macaulay
· Docklands (City of Melbourne with Vicurban)

· E-Gate (Major Projects Victoria)

Carlton Housing Estate, CUB and the Powerhouse site are being developed in accord with their approved planning frameworks.

One of the matters that the panel sought further direction about was how the difference in type and scale of development between each urban renewal area will be determined. The structure plan and urban design frameworks will be how this is determined.

5.1. Industrial Land Supply Committee Progress Report
