FURTHER NOTICE AFFECTING MELBOURNE PLANNING SCHEME AMENDMENT C190 
CHANGES TO THE SHIEL STREET INTERFACE CONTROLS 

On 30 August 2016, the Melbourne City Council adopted Amendment C190 to the Melbourne Planning Scheme. In adopting the Amendment, the Council made changes to the built form provisions that apply to the part of the Amendment that affects the Shiel Street interface controls.

On 29 May 2017, the Victorian Civil and Administrative Tribunal (VCAT) determined that the Minister must not approve the part of Amendment C190 that relates to the Shiel Street interface controls of Area 8 of the Design and Development Overlay (DDO63) (see attachment 1), until Council gives notice of the changes, to allow the community to have the opportunity to make a submission to the Minister for Planning.

On 2 June 2017, the Minister for Planning directed Council to give notice of the adopted change to the Shiel Street interface controls of Area 8 in DDO63.

The land affected by these changes is located in North Melbourne, and comprises the following sites (also shown in Attachment 1 at the end of this letter):

The change adopted by Council is as below (See also Attachment 2 for a comparison with the exhibited provisions):

	Area 8 – Shiel Street interface
	Development at the frontage must not exceed a height of 3 storeys. 
Development above the street wall should be set back at least 2 metres for every one metre of height.



Council made the above changes to ensure future built form responds to the specific conditions of the Shiel Street interface.  Directly opposite the subject land, the north-east side of Shiel Street has low scale residential dwellings within a General Residential Zone (GRZ2) and Heritage Overlay (HO3). The changes sought by Council for the subject land will require any built form above 10.5m in height to be set back at least 2 metres for every one metre of height.  This will locate increased height away from this sensitive residential interface.  

Any person who may be affected by the change as adopted by Council may make a submission to the Minister for Planning. Submissions must be made in writing giving the submitter’s name and contact address, clearly stating the grounds on which the proposed Shiel Street interface controls are supported or opposed and indicating what changes (if any) the submitter wishes to make.
