Planning stimulus and recovery initiatives in response to COVID-19
Resolved:

1. That Council:

1.1. Works in unison with the Department of Environment, Land, Water and Planning (DELWP) and the Building Victoria’s Recovery Taskforce (BVRT) to expedite assessment of ‘shovel ready’ state significant projects, ensuring a Council decision is on the public record prior to Ministerial approval.

1.2. Advocates for the Victorian Governments Review of Victoria's Building System to be expedited and aligned with planning stimulus.

1.3. Works with the BVRT, industry and land owners to explore ways to maximise commencement of the approximate 3.8 million square metres of approved development yet to commenced construction.

1.4. Establishes a City of Melbourne fast track process for ‘shovel ready’ projects that ensures rigour of planning assessments and quality of outcomes is maintained while reducing timeframes and expediting decision making.

1.5. Establishes City of Melbourne criteria to identify and prioritise assessment of ‘shovel ready’ projects of local significance.

1.6. Undertakes a review of Council’s post planning approvals processes, such as construction related permits and approvals.

1.7. Establishes a City of Melbourne fast track process for post-planning approvals, such as construction related permits and approvals, to prioritise and expedite ‘shovel ready’ state and locally significant projects.

1.8. Works with the Victorian Government to implement a re-imagined statutory planning (development approvals) service model and other improvements to the planning and building approvals system that would:

1.8.1. reduce development approval timeframes and project risk for applicants; 

1.8.2. enable more meaningful engagement with the community; and 

1.8.3. result in better outcomes for the city.

1.9. Seeks Council input into the principles guiding planning reform being considered by the BVRT and Victorian Government departments, and request early input and review of any planning reform which may affect the Central City.

1.10. Prioritises planning in urban renewal areas - Arden, Macaulay and Fishermans Bend, releasing strategic plans to provide community and development certainty and build investment momentum.

1.11. Works with the relevant Victorian Government Departments to progress site based amendments for catalytic sites in Arden and FBURA Employment Precinct, which will facilitate early high quality, sustainable developments and work with DELWP to streamline approval process.

1.12. Works with the relevant Victorian Government Departments to identify and help deliver catalytic public infrastructure for the renewal areas, including active and public transport, community infrastructure and flood management systems which provide the pre-conditions for their renewal and the creation of liveable neighbourhoods.

1.13. Works with DELWP to identify opportunities to streamline and simplify the Melbourne Planning Scheme as part of its translation into the new Planning Policy Framework.

1.14. Works with inner metropolitan Councils to review the Planning Scheme Amendment process to identify potential efficiencies in terms of cost and time, increased transparency and ways to secure and protect intended strategic outcomes.
1.15. Shares with the Victorian Government the evidence based policy work undertaken through Annual Planning Initiatives on social and affordable housing, environmentally sustainable development, and student housing and advocate for state wide planning provisions to provide a level playing field for industry, and certainty of outcome for the public.
1.16. Requests that the Minister publishes the findings of his 2019 review into the central city built form controls, or at least share them with the Melbourne City Council given the Council’s role in enforcing the scheme and as frequent planning authority for the central city; and
1.17. Requests that management give effect to all commitments in this resolution.

Ministerial Amendment C370 Treasury Square
Resolved:

2. That Council: 

2.1. Endorses the submission at attachment two and is of the opinion that the Treasury Square development will not succeed unless the changes to the combined planning scheme amendment and planning permit application for subdivision identified in the submission are incorporated.

2.2. Requests that the planning scheme amendment be altered in line with the submission and, given the extent of necessary amendments, be re-exhibited.

2.3. Requests that, once the built form and design parameters are adequately defined for the site through a revised Amendment, an international design competition is run to achieve an exemplary architectural and urban design outcome, which:

2.3.1. responds to the site’s significant location as a foreground to the city from the Yarra River; 

2.3.2. acknowledges that the buildings will be viewed as buildings ‘in the round’ from many vantage points in the Central city, 

2.3.3. secures the strategic pedestrian connections from the Hoddle Grid to the Yarra River corridor, linking Treasury Gardens and Birrarung Marr, and

2.3.4. ensures that the development’s interfaces support the future development of adjacent sites including Federation Square East, which will require decking of the rail corridor. 

2.4. Requests the publication of the Richmond to Docklands Masterplan, noting that the development of the Treasury Square site is being undertaken in the context of broader strategic work that has not undergone any public process.

2.5. Authorises the General Manager, Strategy, Planning and Climate Change to make any further minor editorial changes to the submission prior to lodgement by 29 May 2020.

2.6. Requests that management ensure the communication of all aspects of this resolution to the Minister, as well as a request that the future planning of key strategic sites in the central city be conducted prior to the commencement of EOI and land sale processes to ensure the long term viability, sustainability and quality of changes to the cityscape.
