Agenda item 5.1

2016-17 Annual Plan and Budget 

Resolved:

1. That Council:

1.1. Adopts the proposed 2016–17 Annual Plan and Budget as contained in Attachment 2 of the management report with an additional $2 million in operational expenditure to be made available for homelessness related projects and services.

1.2. Notes that public notice will be given of Council’s decision in respect to the 2016–17 Annual Plan and Budget, Accordance with section 13(2) of the Local Government Act 1989 (the Act).

1.3. Notes that a copy of the adopted 2016–17 Annual Plan and Budget will be submitted to the Minister for Local Government and copies made available for inspection by the public in accordance with section 130(4) and 130(9) of the Act.

1.2. Approves management negotiates and finalises a formal agreement between Council and the Collingwood Football Club.

1.3. Notes the agreement will include a commitment by the Collingwood Football Club in the proposed agreement to work with Council to explore options to reduce the clubs reliance on gaming revenue over the life of the agreement.
1.4. Notes that prior to entering into the formal agreement management will forward to Councillors, via a Briefing Paper, the details of the proposed agreement.

1. That Council:
1.1. Agrees to the allocation of funds, from the 2016–17 approved budget, for the following projects in the 2016–17 financial year:
1.1.1. Up to $60,000 to the Salvation Army Melbourne Project 614 deliver a 24 hour safe space or spaces for 10 weeks.
1.1.2. Up to $100,000 for a feasibility study to be undertaken on potentially appropriate Council owned property for use for the development of supportive housing for people who are homeless.
1.1.3. $35,000 to support the Big Issue lease of premises.
1.2. Approves a future budget allocation of $22,000 in the 2017–18 financial year and $15,000 in the 2018–19 financial year to support the Big Issue lease of premises.

1.3. Resolves that this resolution be made public following the passing of the resolution by Council.

Board fees at wholly owned subsidiary companies 

Resolved:

1. That Council:

1.1. Approves a maximum board fee cap for Citywide Service Solutions Pty Ltd of $593,623 for 2016 and $608,464 for 2017.

1.2. Approves a maximum board fee cap for Queen Victoria Market Pty Ltd of $421,549 for 2016 and $432,088 for 2017.

1.3. Notes that the respective board will have discretion to setting individual member fees provided it remains within the overall maximum board fee cap to better align with ASX-listed company practices.
