3.5. Notes that these actions are aligned with the City of Melbourne’s Cultural Diversity Statement and Refugee Welcome Zone Declaration.

3.6. Notes all people within the City of Melbourne should be protected under the United Nation’s Universal Declaration of Human Rights.

4.5. Reserves the power to discontinue the Fly Neighbourly Agreement(s).
