       In order to minimise the harms associated with illicit drug use at festivals, clubs, dance parties and other venues, the City of Melbourne:

· provides in-principle support for the provision  a trial of pill testing facilities at festivals, clubs, dance parties and other events held in the City of Melbourne

· supports State legislation to enable a trial of pill testing facilities in Victoria in a form similar to the Drugs, Poisons and Controlled Substances Amendment (Pill Testing Pilot for Drug Harm Reduction) Bill

· supports the objectives of the Bill in seeking to:

· reduce hospital and paramedic attendances

· reduce drug overdoses

· save lives

· supports the view that addressing the harms of illicit drugs in the community requires responses from the health and education sectors as well as from Police. We support pill testing as a health response and harm minimisation strategy.

       There is sufficient evidence of the harm minimisation benefits of pill testing from other jurisdictions to warrant a trial of pill testing in Victoria.  This will provide an evidence base to inform future policy making.

       City of Melbourne also welcomes the opportunity to discuss how it can further support the delivery of a pill testing pilot in the municipality.

Notice of Motion, Cr Leppert: Bicycle parking rates in new development
Resolved:

Agenda item 7.2

Notice of Motion, Cr Leppert: Cessation of City of Melbourne support for events that celebrate horse racing
Resolved:

1. That the Future Melbourne Committee:
1.1. Condemns cruelty to animals in all forms.

1.2. Supports strengthening laws, regulations, programs and enforcement regimes to ensure the protection of racehorses during and after their racing career.
1.3. Supports the $25 million Equine Welfare Strategic Plan introduced by Racing Victoria and supported by the Victorian Government to improve the treatment of racehorses – particularly retired racehorses.
1.4. Acknowledges that there is an imperative for change and vigilance to improve and ensure the welfare of racehorses.

1.5. Encourages Racing Victoria and Racing Australia to consider banning of the use of whips on horses in training and racing.

1.6. Notes that the horse racing industry employs approximately 25,000 people in Victoria many of whom are involved in small businesses and are based in regional areas.

1.7. Notes the long and significant history of horseracing in Melbourne and Victoria, and that the industry generates economic value of up to $3.2 billion annually.

1.8. Notes that the Melbourne Cup Parade is a free event that attracts thousands of locals and visitors into the city and provides a boost to our city traders.
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
