South Yarra Heritage Review – Commencement of Melbourne Planning Scheme Amendments C425 and C426 

Resolved:

1. That the Future Melbourne Committee resolves to: 

1.1. Endorse the South Yarra Heritage Review August 2022 (Attachment 2 of the report from management).

1.2. Authorise management to progress actions to implement the findings of the South Yarra Heritage Review Volume 2: Aboriginal Cultural Values Assessment August 2022 (Attachment 2 of the report from management) including the following:

1.2.1. continue to consult with Traditional Owners about interpretation of the places identified in the review, including via the Aboriginal Melbourne Interactive Map

1.2.2. consult with First Peoples - State Relations about nominating places to the Victorian Aboriginal Heritage Register and amending an existing place on the register

1.2.3. consult with Heritage Victoria about recognition of the Aboriginal values of places on the Victorian Heritage Register.

1.3. Request that the Minister for Planning prepare and approve South Yarra Heritage Review Interim Controls Planning Scheme Amendment C425 (Attachment 3 of the report from management) pursuant to Section 20(4) of the Planning and Environment Act 1987 (Act).

1.4. Seek authorisation from the Minister for Planning to prepare and exhibit South Yarra Heritage Review Planning Scheme Amendment C426 (Attachment 3 of the report from management) in accordance with the Act.

1.5. Apply to Heritage Victoria to:

1.5.1. revise the extent of registration for Christ Church South Yarra at 683-701 Punt Road, South Yarra to include the land around the existing church to the title boundaries

1.5.2. nominate Domain Park Apartments at 191-201 Domain Road, South Yarra and Melbourne Hebrew Congregation Synagogue at 2W-8W Toorak Road, South Yarra to the Victorian Heritage Register.

1.6. Authorise the General Manager Strategy, Planning and Climate Change to make any required policy neutral changes to the amendment documentation prior to exhibition, should other amendments that affect the same provisions in the Melbourne Planning Scheme be gazetted prior to the public exhibition of these amendments. 
1.7. Authorise the General Manager, Strategy, Planning and Climate Change to make any further minor editorial and referencing changes to Planning Scheme Amendments C425 and C426 as required.

Economic Development Strategy 2031 – post-pandemic economic profile 

Resolved:

1. That the Future Melbourne Committee:

1.1. Adopt an interim target of $120 billion in Gross Local Product for the city by 30 June 2024.

1.2. Adopt an interim target of 525,000 jobs in the city by 30 June 2024.

1.3. Adopt an interim target of $229,000 in Gross Local Product per job (on average) in the city by 30 June 2024.

1.4. Reconfirm its commitment to the Economic Development Strategy target of reducing shopfront vacancies to less than 5 per cent by the end of 2023.
1.5. Request that management report back to the Future Melbourne Committee on progress towards achievement of the interim and 2031 targets before the end of the current financial year.

Docklands Summit Actions and Next Steps
Resolved:

2. That the Future Melbourne Committee:

2.1. Endorses the Docklands Summit actions and next steps (attachment 2 of the report from management) subject to removal of the third action in the “Cater for different modes of transport” solution, noting that the extension of the E-Scooter trial will be considered by Council in a separate decision. 

2.2. Prioritise the following projects, subject to the allocation of funding and resourcing:

2.2.1. convene a stakeholder group to facilitate connections in the precinct and continue momentum from the Summit

2.2.2. undertake immediate beautification and wayfinding improvements around Victoria Harbour, Harbour Esplanade, Newquay and Lorimer Street.

2.2.3. partner with Development Victoria (DV) to deliver physical improvements and a program of small-scaled activations to Yanonung Quay

2.2.4. ensure communications celebrate Docklands and promote events that align with Docklands as a family friendly precinct

2.2.5. partner with DV to review the operational capacity of existing community facilities and identify opportunities for improvements 

2.2.6. prepare a Public Realm Improvements Plan to review the current provision of amenities and identify areas for improvements and activations 

2.2.7. create a Strategic Plan Docklands, partnering with the State Government to ensure cross-Government support

2.2.8. establish a Docklands Governance Review Group with the State Government

2.3. Expresses serious concern that the Moonee Ponds Creek trail remains closed to the public, calls on Development Victoria to articulate a process and date by which the trail will be reopened adjacent to the creek, and requests that the Acting Chief Executive Officer write to Development Victoria and Responsible Minister to give effect to this position.
