Allocation of the Discretionary Fund: Fourth Quarter 2013-14 12 August 2014

Presenter: Martin Cutter, Director City Business

Purpose and background

1. The purpose of this report is to advise the Future Melbourne Committee of the projects supported through
the allocation of discretionary funding for the fourth quarter of the 2013-14 financial year in accordance
with Future Melbourne Committee requirements.

Key issues

2. Total discretionary funding allocated during the fourth quarter of the 2013-14 financial year was $70,027.
The individual items funded are listed in Attachment 2.

3. This funding was met within an existing 2013-14 budget allocation of $300,000 held within the City
Business Division comprising:

3.1. $200,000 for Council support for various charitable, community and other eligible organisations
and activities, via cash sponsorships (year to date allocation $156,511, unexpended funds
$43,489).

3.2.  $70,000 for Council support of the same via use of the Melbourne Town Hall venue (year to date
allocation $37,446, unexpended funds $32,554).

3.3.  $30,000 for Council support of the same via purchase of table sponsorships (year to date
allocation $23,558, unexpended funds $6442).

4, As at the end of the fourth quarter, unexpended funds in the total $300,000 budget for 2013-14 were
$82,485.

5. Details of the first, second and third quarters’ allocated discretionary funding were noted by Council
during the November 2013, February 2014 and May 2014 cycles respectively.

6. The total value of discretionary in-kind waivers approved for the fourth quarter was $30,000. Details are
listed in Attachment 2.

Recommendation from management

7. That the Future Melbourne Committee receives the report on the allocation of discretionary funds for the
fourth quarter of the 2013-14 financial year.

6.1. They are received with a lead time of greater than 90 days to the date of the event (with the
exception of table sponsorships).

6.2. They would be ineligible for funding from existing programs.
