1.1. Notes that the guidelines of the World Health Organisation Framework
Convention on Tobacco Control (FCTC) state that government institutions
are required to not invest in the tobacco industry. Australia is signatory to
this, along with 179 other countries.

1.2.  Commits to not directly investing in the tobacco industry or tobacco aligned
companies into the future. This commitment will be reflected in the City of
Melbourne’s Investment Policy when it's next reviewed.

1.3. Requests management write to the Trustees of Councif’s default
superannuation fund Vision Super and request divestment from all tobacco
industries.

1.4. Resolves that when the transactional banking services are tendered,
respondents will be requested to confirm their exposure and support fo the
fobacco industry. These responses are to be taken into consideration when
deciding to award the transactional banking services contract.
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1.5.  In line with recommendations made by the Australian Medical Association,
requests the Lord Mayor write to the Premier of Victoria expressing
Council’s support that State Government introduces legisfation to formally
ban political parties accepting donations from the tobacco industry and limit
interactions with the tobacco industry.
