Notice of Motion, Cr Rohan Leppert: Southbank Promenade   

Motion 

1. That the Future Melbourne Committee: 

1.1 Notes the resolution of this Committee of 18 February 2020 in relation to a planning permit 
application TP-2019-703 to refurbish part of Southbank Promenade: "That the Future Melbourne 
Committee, as proponent, determines that the planning permit once issued not be acted upon until 
such time as the Future Melbourne Committee or Melbourne City Council specifically resolves to 
do so." 

1.2 Notes the announcement by the City of Melbourne on 15 March 2020 that works on Southbank 
Promenade will be delayed until 2021 to reduce disruption. 

1.3 Resolves to make use of this time to seek public feedback on the concept plan for the proposed 
works. 

1.4 Requests management to establish an opportunity for public feedback on the concept plans on the 
Participate Melbourne site for a period of four weeks, and specifically invite submissions from the 
Arts Centre, Melbourne Heritage Action, Victoria Walks and Bicycle Victoria, and consider the 
feedback and provide a recommendation to this committee on 18 August 2020 as to next steps, 
noting that that could be the opportunity to: 

1.4.1 Enact the provision created by this Committee on 18 February 2020 (as described in 
paragraph 1); or 

1.4.2 Pursue a planning permit for a different design; or 

1.4.3 Further delay works given the context of COVID-19; or 

1.4.4 Pursue any other option.
