Management sought independent legal advice on what regulatory or other legal powers may be available to Council to seek organisations’ compliance with mandatory reporting laws including any ability to make a new law.

The legal advice informed that the planning regime is not available or appropriate to address the issue and a new local law would not be within Council’s law making powers under section 111 of the Local Government Act 1989, nor consistent with policy directives in relation to local laws.
