Agenda item 6.1

Greening Roden Street
Resolved:

1.
That the Future Melbourne Committee:

1.1.
Approves the Greening Roden Street Final Concept Plan (Attachment 2 of the report from management) to enable management to finalise the detailed design and tender for works.

1.2.
Notes that a formal statutory road discontinuance process for the partial discontinuance of Roden Street will be undertaken and referred to Council at a future date.

1.3.
Notes the proposed commencement of construction in mid-2024 subject to the road discontinuance process.

Design Excellence Program – Design Competition Guidelines
Resolved:

1.
That the Future Melbourne Committee defers the Design Competition Guidelines (Attachment 3 of the report from management) to a December 2023 Committee meeting and requests management to prepare an updated report that:

Considers the impact of the Victorian Government Housing Statement and related planning reforms on sites to which the Guidelines can apply.

Adopts further refinements and copywriting – including concise provisions for masterplans, competition briefs, selection criteria and templates – to reflect the role of the document as a policy instrument.

University Square Stage 2 Redevelopment
Resolved:

Proposed expansion of Safe City Cameras into Lygon Street, Carlton
Resolved:

1. That the Future Melbourne Committee:

1.1. Approves the expansion of the Safe City Camera Program into Lygon Street, Carlton at a cost of $520,000.

1.2. Acknowledges that 50 per cent of the cost will be funded by the Victorian Government, and agrees for the remaining funds to be committed by City of Melbourne.

Agenda item 7.1
Notice of Motion, Cr Dr Olivia Ball: Cat containment
Resolved:

1. That the Future Melbourne Committee requests a report from management by March 2024 setting out:

1.1. Advice on the merits and means of pursuing the following from the commencement of Council’s next Domestic Animal Management Plan, due 4 December 2025:

1.1.1. requiring all domestic cats to be confined to the property of their owner at all times, with reasonable exceptions, under the Domestic Animals Act 1994 (the Act);

1.1.2. otherwise prohibiting domestic cats from environmentally sensitive areas, under the Act;

1.1.3. a method for evaluating the effectiveness of the above, with outcomes-based objectives such as the positive response of wildlife populations, reduced incidence of zoonotic disease, cat nuisance complaints and cat injury and death in road accidents; and

1.1.4. a program of education and evidence-based behaviour change initiatives.

1.2. Advice on the extent of such orders in the metropolitan area and opportunities to maximise the benefits of cat containment initiatives and orders through a co-ordinated multi-Council approach.

1.3. Options for conducting public engagement in FY 24–25 on cat containment generally and potential orders and initiatives specifically, for consideration as part of the Annual Plan and Budget 2024–25.
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
