Notice of Motion: Cr Dr Olivia Ball, Access to Council library services for immigration detainees in the municipal community
Resolved:

1.1. Recognises that the City of Melbourne’s Refugee Welcome Zone Action Plan provides for a “whole-of-Council approach [to] how the City of Melbourne supports people from a refugee background and people seeking asylum living in our community”.
